When exhibit pages are prepared
on a computer, we tend to accept
the default computer settings. For
most programs, the default is black
text. Some exhibitors, however,
have been able to use text colors to
a great advantage. Two examples
are Dickson Preston’s Off-Color
US. 3¢ Commemoratives 1893-
1945 (title page shown in Figure 1)
and Tony Dewey’'s The 3¢
Connecticut Tercentenary Issue of
1935 And Its First Days (title page
shown in Figure 2).

Both of these exhibits show
stamps of a single color and by us-
ing an ink that matches the color of
the stamp, the title pages stand
out. (Tony’s whole exhibit — which
uses this colored ink in places
throughout the exhibit — can be
seen at aape.org/DeweyExhibit.asp.)

The color of the ink we use in our
pages is not the only way in which
we shape the range of colors used in

Liz Hisey, CANJ
Chairman David McNamee,
and APS President Stephen
Reinhard who each spoke in
support and offered congratu-
lations to all. The ceremony
concluded with a cake cutting.
